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India asks nationals in Niger to
leave country ‘as soon as possible’

MI News Service, New Delhi:
The central government
issued an advisory for the
Indian nationals in the Af-
rican country of Niger on
Friday. The citizens are
asked to leave the country
'as soon as possible.’
Addressing the media,
the Ministry of External

Affairs (MEA) spokesper-
son Arindam Bagchi said,
"Government of India is
closely monitoring ongo-
ing developments in Niger.
In light of the prevailing
situation, Indian nation-
als whose presence is not
essential are advised to
leave the country as soon

as possible.”

"They may bear in mind
that airspace is current-
ly closed. When depart-
ing through land border,
utmost precautions may
be taken to ensure safety
and security. Those who
may be planning travel to
Niger in the coming days

are also similarly advised
to reconsider their travel
plans until the situation
normalizes..," he added.

When asked how many
Indian citizens are there
in Niger, the minister said,
"around 250 are there."

He further said, "We
want all of them to regis-
ter. We have been told that
they are safe. Our embas-
sy is trying to facilitate
logistics for them to leave
the country.”

Bagchi further noted
that the airspace is shut
and that it is difficult to
travel through land bor-
ders. "But we are doing all

we can,” he added.
The ministry further
emphasised that those

who are planning to travel
to Niger, are advised to re-
consider their travel plans
until the situation norma-
lises.

"Indian nationals are
advised to register them-
selves at the Indian mis-
sion," the MEA said.

Legal experts hail Centre’s move to revamp
colonial-era IPC, CrPC, Indian Evidence Act

MI News Service, New
Delhi: As Union Home Min-
ister Amit Shah introduced
three bills to replace the
Colonial-era IPC, CrPC,
and Indian Evidence Act,
in Parliament, several le-
gal experts on Friday wel-
comed the government's
move saying that the le

islation would streng‘tﬁ
en the country's criminal
justice system as the three
century-old major criminal
laws were in dire need of

modifications.

Three bills of momen-
tous significance aimed at
replacing British-era laws
with a thrust on “justice in-
stead of punishment” were
introduced in Lok Sabha
on the last day of the mon-
soon session of Parliament.

The Bharatiya Nagarik
Suraksha Sanhita 2023,
the Bharatiya Nyaya San-
hita 2023 and The Bharati-
ya Sakshya Bill 2023 were
introduced in the Lower

House of Parliament on Fri-
day. Union Home Minister
Shah said that the bills are
being referred to the Stand-
ing Committee for scrutiny.

Responding to it, for-
mer Union Law Secretary
PK Malhotra said that the
three bills-- replacing IPC,
Evidence Act and CrPC--
are a much-awaited and
desired reform of the crim-
inal justice system.

"The three bills replac-
ing the British era IPC,

Evidence Act and CrPCis a
much-awaited and desired
reform of the criminal jus-
tice system. In spite of re-
forms made so far and a
number of reports includ-
ing Law Commission re-
ports and Justice Malimath
Committee reports, justice
to the common man has
remained a far cry and ac-
cused facing trial for petty
crimes remain in prisons
as undertrials for long pe-
riod," he told ANL

BJP will be wiped out of Bihar in
next Lok Sabha polls: Nitish Kumar

"This time BJP will be
wiped out from Bihar in 24
and 25 elections, last time
our party was defeated by
fielding an agent (Chirag
Paswan)" said Nitish Kumar
speaking to reporters here
on Friday.

Targetting Prime Minister
Narendra Modi for his ab-
sence in Parliament during
the intial two days of the
no-confidence motion de-
bate, the Bihar chief minister
said “(Parliament) is func-
tioning and you are roaming
outside”.

“The work is not happen-
ing. No statements on plac-
es where the incidents took
place..House (Parliament)
is functioning and you are
roaming outside. Did this
happen earlier?.when we
used to be MPs during Atal
Bihari Vajpayee's govern-
ment all of us used to make
it a point to remain inside
the House and pay attention
to the proceedings but today
they don't.”

The chief minister also ques-
tioned the current manner of
Parliament proceedings.

“Now only one side of
things is shown..Whatever
others say does not come
out..It is the right of the
Opposition to put their point
forward and they are doing
it," he added.

Without naming Lok Jan-
shakti Party leader Chirag Pas-
wan, Kumar said that during
the 2020 Assembly elections
“other people were made to
stand against us as an agent.”

“We won the elections in
2005, how many votes we
got and how many votes BJP
people got. What happened
in the year 2010, we got 118
seats and how many seats
they got, we got less seats,”
the chief minister said.

Hate speech unacceptable, need
to stop it: Supreme Court to Centre

MI News Service, New Delhi:
The Supreme Court to-
day ordered the Centre to
work on forming a com-
mittee to look into hate
speech cases across the

country.

A petition by journal-
ist Shaheen  Abdullah
requested the Supreme

Court to give a direction to
the Centre to crack down

1 "blatant hate speech-
es", which called for kill-
ing members of a commu-
nity and their economic
and social boycott in ral-
lies held across the coun-
try, including in Haryana,
where communal clashes
last week killed six.

A bench of Justices San-
jivKhanna and SVN Bhatti
said there has to be har-
mony and comity between
communities.

"There has to be har-
mony and comity between
the communities. All the
communities are respon-
sible. The problem of hate
speech is not good and
nobody can accept it," the
Supreme Court said.

The court told Addition-
al Solicitor General KM
Nataraj, appearing for the
Centre, to seek instruc-
tions and reply about the
committee by August 18.

The bench also told the pe-
titioner to collate all the ma-

terial, including videos, and
give them to nodal officers.

In the petition, Mr Ab-
dullah said, "We hope and
trust that the state govern-
ments and police will en-
sure that no hate speeches
irrespective of the identi-
ty are made against any
community and there is no
physical violence or dam-
age to the properties.”

Justice Khanna said the
Supreme Court will tell
the police chief to form
a committee, which will
look into hate speech com-
plaints received by police
stations in different areas.

The next hearing in on
August 18.

A mahapanchayat in
Haryana's Gurugram was
held on August 7 amid
tensions six days after
communal violence broke
out in Nuh district and
spilled over to Gurugram
city. The gathering organ-
ised by the Hindu Samaj
Mahapanchayat did not
have the police's permis-
sion.The Haryana Police
are also looking into pos-
sible Pakistan connection
in the communal clashes.
The police said they will
not comment on the key
details of this line of in-
vestigation, but confirmed
possible links with Paki-
stan.

Money laundering case: SC
grants bail to NCP leader Nawab
Malik on medical grounds

MI News Service, New
Delhi: The Supreme Court
on Friday granted bail
to former Maharashtra
minister and NCP lead-
er Nawab Malik for two
months on medical condi-
tion in a money launder-
ing case.

A bench of Justices An-
iruddha Bose and Bela M
Trivedi said that bail is
being granted to Nawab
only on medical grounds
and not on merits.

Solicitor General
Tushar Mehta appearing
for the probe agency said
he has no objection to the
bail on medical grounds.

The bench in its order
said, “The petitioner is
at present in hospital,
Mumbai, being treat-
ed for ailments related
to the kidney and other
ailments. Let him be re-
leased on medical bail for
two months. Let a count-

er affidavit be filed to the
main petition within five
weeks and a rejoinder
thereafter in three weeks.
List after 10 weeks. Bail
granted. We are passing
the order strictly on med-
ical conditions and have
not entered merits.”

The order of the top
court came on a plea
filed by Malik against a
Bombay High Court order
which rejected the tem-
porary medical bail plea.

The High Court had de-
clined the petition of the
jailed leader seeking bail
on medical grounds.

Malik, while seeking
bail on health grounds
had claimed he was suf-
fering from a chronic kid-
ney disease apart from
various other ailments.

The Directorate of En-
forcement (ED) arrested
Malik in February 2022
alleging that he usurped
a property in Kurla with
the help of Dawood Ibra-
him's late sister Haseena
Parkar between 1999-
2006.

ED alleged that since
Parkar handled Dawood’s
illegal businesses, the
money was ultimately
used for terror funding.
