NIA conducts 
nationwide raids in 
human trafficking 
cases, detains 
Myanmar national 
in Jammu 
MI News Service, 
New Delhi/Jammu: The 
National Investigation 
Agency (NIA) on Wednes- 
day conducted nation- 
wide raids to arrest 
those involved in human 
trafficking and detained 
a person from Myanmar 
in Jammu, according to 
officials. 

The raids, being con- 
ducted in eight states and 
two Union Territories, 
pertain to human traf- 
ficking cases, a spokes- 
person of the NIA said. 

The official said 
searches were carried 
out in Tripura, Assam, 
West Bengal, Karnataka, 
Tamil Nadu, Telangana, 
Haryana, Rajasthan and 
the Union Territories of 
Jammu and Kashmir and 
Puducherry. 

A Rohingya Muslim 
from Myanmar was 
detained during a raid in 
Jammu and Kashmir, an 
official said in Jammu. 

Zaffar Alam was taken 
into custody from his 
temporary residence in 
the Bathindi area of Jam- 
mu around 2 am, while 
another accused is on the 
run, the official said. 

The raids were re- 
stricted to slums housing 
Myanmar immigrants 
and were conducted in 
connection with a case 
related to violation of the 
Passports Act and human 
trafficking, the official in 
Jammu said.

But this backing begs 
the question of how Muslims

The question 
gains more prominence given 
the video address by HAMAS 
leader to a rally organized by 
Youth Solidarity Movement, 
in Kerala. 

India's support for Pal- 
estine stems from its com- 

mitment to the principles of 
justice, self-determination, 
and a two-state solution. 

Even after officially recogniz- 
ing the State of Palestine in 
1988-among the first nations 
0 do so-India has consistent- 
Iy voiced its concerns. It has 
also supported _Palestinian 
resolutions at the UN and 
other _international ~forum, 
as well as helped the Pales- 
tinian people financially and 
humanitarianly. This support 
takes the form of payments 
to the United Nations Relief 
and Works Agency for Pal- 
estine Refugees in the Near 
East (UNRWA), scholarships 
for Palestinian ~students, 

and development initiatives. 
Hamas's rule in Gaza has 
been marked by political di- 
visions and conflict with the 
Palestinian Authority, making 
it challenging to achieve uni- 
ty among Palestinians, a cru- 
cial aspect of any successful 
peace negotiation. Endorsing 
a faction devoid of democrat- 
ic legitimacy erodes the fun- 
damental tenets of democ- 
racy and self-governance. In 
addition to rejecting several 
peace initiatives, Hamas has 
refused to acknowledge Isra- 
el'sright to exist. Achieving a 
sustainable peace in the area. 
is hampered by supporting 
an organization that thearts 
peace initiatives. Encour- 
aging Hamas could worsen 
regional instability and raise 
the likelihood of violence. 

The civilians are always 
the ones who suffer when 
non State actors like HAMAS 
enters a conflict zone. Orga- 

nizations like HAMAS ought 
to understand that this is a 
fight for human rights rath- 
er than a conflict between 
two factions who are coer- 
cively attempting to defend 
their positions. It is imper- 
ative that Muslims and the 
global community take into 
account the wider ramifi- 
cations of endorsing groups 
such as Hamas. As the Indian 
government issympathetic 
fo the Palestinian people's 
situation, it is important for 
Indians, ‘especially Muslims, 
to promote diplomatic and 
peaceful  solutions rather 
than engaging with HAMAS, 
a militia designated as a ter- 
rorist_organization by the 
UN. There is no denying the 
fact that the only solution is 
peaceful dialogue backed by 
State actors.

Kumar, however, after his 
remarks triggered a political 
firestorm, apologised for the 
same saying that if anyone 
got hurt, he would take his 
words back. 

Reacting to it, Prasad said, 
"Kumar apologised to the 
women by saying if hurt’. It 
means you have no remorse. 
till you are not able to accept 
it wholeheartedly." 

He said, "In the history of 
Indian democracy, the most 
shameful things have been 
said on the floor of the House.
